	Beginning the lesson
(An activity to introduce the topic of the story)
Sing the I can play …song!

	Mime playing the piano and say: I can play the piano, listen to me play! The pupils repeat after you. Follow the same procedure to present the rest of the song.
Play the CD. The pupils listen to the song. Divide the class into five groups and assign a verse to each group. Play the song again for the groups to sing the assigned verses. Time permitting, play the song a third time for the pupils to sing the song as a class.

Let’s play! Guessing.
	1.Let’s listen!
Play the CD. The pupils listen and follow along in their books. Play the CD again. The pupils repeat, chorally and\ or individually. 
Put up the story cards in random order. Ask the pupils to come and put the cards in the right order. Play the CD verification.
Assign roles and allow the pupils, in groups, some time to rehearse. Ask the groups to act out the story. They can use the story cards for help.
Have a discussion, in L1 if necessary, about the moral of the story. Tell the pupils that we should study and work hard first before playing: otherwise we become lazy and forget to do things for ourselves. Here, the princesses realise the importance of work by finding food for themselves and then having fun. As we say, “First work, then play”.
Miming the actions. Members of the 1st-group mime playing one of the musical instruments= the 2nd-group guesses what musical instrument, the 2nd –group points your parts of the body, the next group guesses what part; the 3rd- group do the actions of dancing, singing, skipping and jumping and the 1st- group guesses what action.
